Clayton/ Deer Park Historical Society Minutes, June 10, 2023, at 316 East Crawford on A Street, Deer Park (Margaret and East A Street)

He remembered a large building that could have been an ice house north of Sunset Bay by the old saw mill.


The first house in the Main St. picture is Lauers' Funeral Home. The second is possibly the first Deer Park Elementary School, now located at 451 E. 2nd. The third house is Rachelle's house and Deer Park Printing.


The Standard Lumber Co. was located approximately where Les Schwab is now.


Mary Jo Reiter shared a 1988 newspaper clipping about the Alois Reiter Family. His sons Herb and Louis started the Settlers kids games in 1932.
Society Vice President- No one has stepped forward to become Vice President.


Society Treasurer Mark Wagner reported by text: 1) The main checking account ended the month at $20,145.66. Total deposits were $1,210. one check was written to Fairbanks Insurance for $444.14 and one to Huckleberry Press for $300. The web hosting account ended the month at $847.60. Facebook Page Administrator Shauneen Flugel reported: 1) There were 18 new followers, 330 total. 1657 people reached this month. 2) We post 2 times this month, one about the Olson opera house and the other about the old community hall. 

Mike Reiter reported: Bill and Mike met Eppy Bosch at our building Wednesday and helped him load up his Buick with the record books that we chose not to keep. A big thanks goes out to Shauneen for sorting through the material and organizing the storeroom.  After we finished loading the Buick, which showed it was loaded, Eppy donated $100 to the Society.  Mike and Roberta went in Friday to scrub up the tables and vacuum the floor now that the dusty materials were gone.  All said how clean things were! Thanks, Roberta and Mike!

The Eagle cover was discussed. After much discussion, 
Rachelle Fletcher moved and Tracy seconded that we give Mike Reiter and Bill Sebright the responsibility to spend no more than $13,999 for the Eagle cover. Dan Stansbury will make sure that Wyatt Zimmerer gets an estimate to us as soon as possible.
